The layout and operators can be transported in two cars plus trailer. 

Setting up or dismantling the layout takes around an hour.

We can supply barriers; please let us know if you require us to provide them.

The layout is equipped with lighting.
Layout Details

Scale: 7mm '0 gauge'
Layout Size = 34 feet 8ins x 3 feet [10.56m x 0.915m] excluding space required for barriers & operating space. Please allow 4 feet [1.2m] operating space along the back of the layout. We prefer a minimum of 2 feet [0.6m] between the layout and barriers.
Operated: From rear, Please allow operator access to the side or back of the layout.
Number of operating positions = 3.

Short Description.
Puddle Bridge. 7mm Scale '0'. Period 1950s. Puddle Bridge is based on Ormiston Station on the former Macmerry branch in East Lothian near Edinburgh.
Full Description.

The Prototype
Puddle Bridge is loosely based on Ormiston Station on the former Macmerry branch of the former North British Railway in East Lothian near Edinburgh. The Macmerry branch survived the loss of its passenger traffic in the 1930's because it served a number of collieries. Its closure in the 1950's, before the Beeching era, was due to the decline of the coal industry.

Most trains serve the coal traffic from this and other collieries further down the line, the loaded trains being directed towards Edinburgh (the left-hand end of the layout).  Immediately beyond the road bridge was the junction for the Gifford and Garvald light railway.

Puddle Bridge is the local name of the road bridge that crosses the east end of the station site.
The Model: 
The model is built to '0' fine scale standards. For a number of years a small colliery stood adjacent to the station and while in reality this closed in about 1905, we have allowed it to survive to a later date. Ordnance Survey maps show that there was a narrow gauge line bringing in coal from an outlying pit and the coal loading facilities have been reinstated, the exact nature of the buildings being somewhat conjectural. We have overlooked the ending of the passenger service and some pickup goods trains call.

The station building is a model of the one at Ormiston, but due to a lack of information, the signal box was based on the ‘Bog Siding’ box further down the line. 
Layout Operation:
Control is by conventional DC cab control. The signals are operated by memory wire.
