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Description:
Swinton TMD (traction maintenance depot) is a fictional DRS based TMD layout loosely based on Kingmoor TMD Carlisle. It features sheds, a washer, a nuclear flask terminal, a wheel lathe plus a small Colas Rail shed on the other side of the layout. Based on an era roughly from around 2010 to 2018, many trains can be seen, including fuel trains, test trains and flask trains. The layout also features lights, particularly inside the sheds and buildings. Most locomotives seen on the layout also feature sound operation. 
Swinton TMD has a plaque on the front dedicating the layout to the loving memory of the late John Swinton, Michael’s Dad and former member of the ELMRC.
