Layout Details:
Scale: 4mm/ft '00'

Layout Size: 23 ft x 3ft 3ins (7m x 0.92m) 
The above dimensions are excluding barriers and operating space.

 Please allow 4 feet [1.2m] operating space along the back of the layout. We prefer a minimum of 2 feet [0.6m] between the layout and barriers. Please allow operator access to one end or back of the layout.

Operated: From rear, number of operating positions 3.
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Short Description
Yetts o’ Muckhart. 4mm/ft '00'. Period late 1950s. The layout represents a station and junction on an ex North British Railway branch somewhere off the Devon Valley line in Fife.

Full Description
The period is British Railways days, just before the Beeching era. The passenger and pick-up goods trains still travel their way along the line as they have done for years. While the occasional diesel might be seen there is no sign of the sweeping changes the next decade will bring.
The model depicts a station on an ex North British Railway branch line leading off the Devon Valley Line that ran between Alloa and Kinross in Scotland. It is also a junction with a second branch and the exchange sidings of a private line serving an off scene industrial site.
The real Yetts o' Muckhart is near Kinross in Scotland. It was never rail connected, so the model we have built is a fiction.
The track is SMP with hand-built pointwork and a first for the club is the use of a computer program, Templot, to design the track layout and generate templates for building the point work.
A challenge with modelling Scottish railways in this period is that the Scottish companies are not supported by the Ready to Run manufacturers. Some of the LNER, LMS and BR Standard engines which ran in Scotland are available, as are many diesel classes, but not the pre-group steam locomotives which remained in service to the end of steam.  Fortunately kits are available for many of these classes.  Because of this many of the locomotives used on the layout are kit-built and some others have been converted from R-T-R models.  The rolling stock is a mixture of kit and ready to run models of types that would have been found in the area.
